The
successful candidate would be expected to teach across the age and ability range, up to and including
A Level.

General professional responsibilities

You are required to carry out the duties of a school teacher as set out in the School Teachers’ Pay and
Conditions Document, and subsequent updates. You are required to carry out these duties in accordance
with any relevant policy documents adopted by the academy and any division of teaching responsibilities
that are from time to time decided.

Generic details

In accordance with the DfE Teachers Standards, the professional duties of a teacher shall be deemed to
include the following duties:

e teaching, including planning and preparing courses and lessons, setting and marking of work and
assessing, recording and reporting on development, progress and attainment in line with academy
policy.

e Using data to inform classroom teaching, monitoring and tracking student progress and putting in
place timely interventions.

e preparing students for public examinations, assessing students for the purposes of such examinations,
recording and reporting such assessments and attending meetings connected with the conduct of
public examinations.

e communicating and consulting with the parents of students, including the writing of reports and
attendance at parents’ evenings and open evenings.

e  maintaining good order and discipline among the students taught.
e  participating in departmental meetings.

e working as a member of a team in the shaping of departmental policy and practice, introduction of
curricular initiatives, the preparation and development of programmes of study and methods of
teaching and assessment.

e  contributing to the provision of resources and teaching materials and taking some responsibility for
care of stock.

e  participating in administrative and organisational tasks in order to ensure the smooth running of the
department.

e  keeping up to date with curriculum innovation, participating in arrangements for INSET, actively
leading own professional development.

e working collaboratively with support teachers in the classroom.

Overseeing the delivery of the KS4 curriculum, supporting colleagues as required.
Taking responsibility for assessments at KS4.

Making a significant contribution to the curriculum area online and departmental handbook for all
aspects of KS4 provision.

Developing, writing up and reviewing schemes of work for KS4.

Identifying KS4 low, mid and high prior attains who are not making progress and implementing an
intervention programme.

To implement literacy tasks, assessments and strategies across KS4 SOW.
Liaising with other curriculum areas to share good practice and develop common areas of expertise.

Liaising with the SENCo Co-ordinator on a regular basis in order to ensure progress at least in line with
targets and IEPs.

Identify G&T students for regular monitoring of their progress.

Keep up to date with subject knowledge, including pedagogy, inspection or research findings.
Promote and develop the use of IT to further learning at KS4.

Analyse KS4 data in such a way to inform learning outcomes.

Ensure that the needs of all students are met (including the management of behaviour and its impact
on learning).

Be constantly committed to raising standards.

To organise and research fieldwork opportunities at KS4.

e Be an outstanding teacher with the ability to demonstrate outstanding practice and progress of
students.

e  Works effectively as part of a team.
e  To actively keep up to date with the developments in the teaching of Science.

e A willingness to develop as a professional, taking opportunities to train further within the department,
or outside to progress in the career.
